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Living with Lymphoma

A year later another lump appeared.
An appointment was made for a
biopsy at a hospital near my home.
This time I kept it. I found out it was
Lymphoma when the result came
back, and it was arranged that I
should be treated at Leicester Royal
Infirmary. There it was all patiently
explained to me. Amazingly, I wasn’t
at all scared. I suppose, like many
arrogant so-and-sos, I thought I
was indestructible.

There are more than 30 types of
Lymphoma. Mine is a non-aggressive
type called Non-Hodgkin’s Disease,
a cancer that affects the white
blood cells, which are involved in
protecting against infection. There
is no known cause. Fortunately for
me, the cancer had not invaded
anywhere vital. My consultants
decided on chemotherapy and
they warned me it would be
unpleasant. It was.

I had the choice of having a
chemotherapy session every three
weeks, or volunteering to take part
in a research project called R-CHOP.

I volunteered because, though I
knew it would be more intense, 
I thought I’d get it over and done
with sooner. It involved visiting the
infirmary fortnightly, being put on a
drip for the day and injected with a
cocktail of drugs. Chemotherapy
affects the whole body. The drugs
also attack normal cells, which
include skin, the lining of the gut
and the hair. I went bald rapidly,
save for my eyebrows. I also lost my
finger and toe nails.

The sting – literally – is in the
package of hypodermics they give
you to take home. Because my
immune system was being closed
down so that the drugs could get
to work on the tumours, I had to
have a course of injections
between treatments to protect me
from infection. Local nurses taught
me how to inject myself.

With patient family support – even
though I was lousy company at
times – I got through it, and after
seven months I was given the all
clear. Every three months I have to 

go back for more checks. If I’m still
OK after a year, I’ll get let off for 
six months at a time. I am now in
remission, and it will be five years
before I know whether I’m totally
clear. People with Non-Hodgkin’s
Lymphoma can live near normal
lives for many years. The downside
is that it can always return.

We shall see. I’ll let you know.

Just over a year ago I was diagnosed with Lymphoma, cancer of the immune
system. I had noticed a lump in my groin 18 months before and thought it was a
hernia. But my GP said he didn't think so and arranged for me to get it checked. 
I was out of the country when the appointment came up – and the lump disappeared.

The Lymphoma Association is a specialist UK charity
which provides medical information and support 
to lymphatic cancer patients, their families, friends
and carers. 

Services include a freephone patient helpline and free
literature, as well as a ‘Buddy’ scheme whereby a
former lymphoma patient (or someone who has
experienced the disease closely through a loved one)
is able to offer their time to listen to any worries and
discuss them in an informed way. A number of support

groups have also been formed nationally, as a way to
introduce patients to others in a similar position. 

The Lymphoma Association website can be found at
www.lymphomas.org.uk. It is a very comprehensive
site, with information on the symptoms, varieties and
treatments related to lymphoma, as well as listings of
the support groups and more detailed information on
the services available. Alternatively, you can telephone
the Lymphoma Association on 0808 808 5555
(Monday to Thursday 9am-6pm; Friday 9am-5pm).

Editor’s note: Lymphoma - help and support
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All went well. Mr Newton asked
“Can you start on Tuesday 
August 3rd?” I said yes but pointed
out that I would not be 14 until
August 12th. That didn’t matter, 
so I worked for nine days as a 
13-year-old.

I started as the Subs messenger until
a vacancy came along for a junior
in the Photographic Department. 
It opened a wide door – I started
learning with a VN Plate camera,
had my first picture published in
November 1944 and progressed
slowly until my two years in the
RAF (1947-49). Upon demob there
were more engagements to cover
as people were organising events
following the war.

I met Stanley Matthews in 1945,
when he was a Stoke City player
before going to Blackpool. On his
return to Stoke in 1961, we
became, and remained, good
friends until his death. I am still

friends with the Matthews family
and get invited to many events.

In 1955/6 the Reardon family came
to live in Stoke from Tredegar.
Father Ben was a miner along with
his son Ray, who was also the
Welsh Junior Snooker champion –
soon to be displaying his talents at
exhibitions in the city. With seeing
him so often professionally, we
became firm friends, often sharing
a pint together. I am still in touch
with him and am proud to say that 
I was best man at his wedding.

In the 1980s when I was Chief
Photographer, I had a call from a
family friend asking if I could take
some photos of her eight-year-old
son, as he was looking for
entertainment work. Willing to help
a friend I said yes and provided 
her with a series of black and white 
10 x 8s. Did they prove very
important years after? Her son 
was Robbie Williams!

Perhaps my biggest thrill was in
1952 when I photographed Laurel
& Hardy at Hanley’s Theatre Royal. 

I could go on for a long time with
tales of my 48 years at The
Sentinel! I retired as the paper’s
first ever Picture Editor in 1991.

I was 13 years old and it was my last day of
school in July 1943. The headmaster asked if I had

got a job, my answer being “No Sir.” He gave me the
bus fare to The Stoke on Trent Evening Sentinel offices
in Hanley (now just The Sentinel). “Ask for Mr Jack
Newton, who will interview you.”

There was a
group of players from the Evening News that,
besides providing some of the best golfers,
entertained us with a great deal of humour, and was
sadly missed when the paper closed. 

Viscount Rothermere was often actively involved in
some of the matches although his golf left a bit to be
desired. He seemed to enjoy being in the company of
‘the chaps’.

One particular occasion that would be hard to forget
was the morning of the match against Manchester at
Royal Lytham, when the Manchester team – dressed
to kill in matching brown jerseys and grey trousers –
entered the breakfast room in an unbroken line. 
The shocked silence was broken by a London team
member breaking into song with “Brown Girls in 
The Ring”. The place was in an uproar.

After many complaints about the London team being
the poor relations of Associated Newspapers, Jack
Wallwork supplied the whole London team with very
itchy blue wool jerseys with Northcliffe Golf Society
1910 embroidered on the breast. I still have mine. 

Well-known members of editorial and management
turned out for these matches: Mike McDonnell, 
Peter Moss, Ian Wooldridge, Vincent Mulchrone, 
Ernie McLaughlin, Tom Clarke and, for the management,
Alwyn Robinson, John Winnington-Ingram, 
Jack Wallwork, and for Manchester, Ken Digby. 
All the matches were followed by a wonderful meal, 
toasts were made, jokes told and those of a mind 
got drunk. A great time was had by all.

The final match was in Wimeraux in France, a sad
time as some really genuine friends had been made
and some wonderful memories created.

We played a few matches against a group called 
The Pickwickians, organised by a member of the
features department named Colin Reid. Their
members consisted of members of the media 
and arts. They even had their own flag, a depiction 
of Mr Pickwick, that they flew on match days. 
There were also a number of domestic matches played
throughout the year. These matches usually brought
together two of the society’s best golfers, Danny
McDermott (Mail) and Nick Blake (Evening News), 
to continue their long running battle of who was best.
I don’t think it was ever determined.

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Hot metal
Many thanks for the copy of Press On. I look
forward to reading and perhaps gaining an insight
into the lives of former colleagues, one such being
the fascinating article by Sid Henry. I knew Sid very
well from my days in the Manchester office, where
he did a great job despite a physical disability which
was, I think, attributed to his experiences in the
Second World War.

I would like to bring to your attention a story that I
have been thinking about for some time. It is, in effect,
a potted history of events in the late 70s and 80s –
the transition from hot metal to ‘new technology’. 

Sometime in the mid to late 70s, the Harmsworth
board directed the then Technical and Production
Director, Tom Garrod, to set up a Forward 
Planning Department under the management of a 
Mr Burt Fowler. This had the objective of looking at
technological developments taking place within the
industry. Burt worked with a number of consultants,
but also recruited three key personnel from within
Associated Newspapers who were to lay the
foundations and, indeed, implement the changeover
from hot metal to today’s computerised systems.

The three individuals concerned were Jean Fairclough,
Alan Bromley and myself. A small computer system
(now Atex) was set up in an office in Old Street, near

Liverpool Street station, and the three of us laid the
foundations of how to operate a computerised
system. The system became the one chosen for the
launch of The Mail on Sunday and later for the Daily
Mail’s transition. Jean Fairclough took over from
Burt Fowler when he passed away, and became a
member of the Harmsworth board. Alan Bromley
became the System Manager for The Mail on Sunday
and I became General Production Manager for the
Daily Mail, and Project Manager for the introduction
of new systems for the Mail. There were many 
other people involved in this huge project, such as
Hugh Dawson, former Production Editor on the
Mail, and Malcolm Couch who directed our original
Old Street system and who became System Manager
of the new Atex system in Kensington, to name 
but a few. 

I still have some of the old documents related to the
work we did and I think it is important that such a
successful – and profitable – change be documented.
I am proud of what we all achieved and of the part 
I played. Perhaps it is now time this fascinating story
was put together as part of the Daily Mail and 
The Mail On Sunday’s story.

Taking the...
When I think back to my time in the machine room
at Northcliffe House, I obviously recall the high
drama headlines such as an IRA bomb or a change
of government etc. However, my overriding
memory is of the lads I worked with and their
wonderful sense of humour.

An example – at the point the reels came out for the
presses there was a small, two-man urinal. This was
installed very much as an afterthought, constructed
from sheet steel, between two massive pillars. It
measured roughly eight feet by four feet. Over the
course of time the inevitable graffiti became written,
not just on the walls but on the ceiling too! One item
I recall said “Johnny X sucks lightbulbs to make him
bright” and some wag had added “It didn’t work!”

Such comments were written everywhere, even 
below the hand basin, close to the floor, until 
there was nowhere left for any more. Of course, 

it couldn’t continue and it was finally sealed off and
a clean up, refurbishment and fresh paint followed.
A week or so later it was reopened as a fine and
immaculate convenience. 

When I came to use it, on the first evening of its
opening, there, straight in front of me, were the
words “Start here!” and on the ceiling was written
“Reserved for Michelangelo.”
